The official number is now standing at 348, but our unofficial number comes to 353 unfortunate creatures that
died as a result o f inganoidests agertragicdhut everAmdre trage are the number of
pregnant cows along with un-weaned young that are killed. In most instances where there are un-weaned young,
even the calves are killed by the poachers; some endure the most terrible cruelty before they finally die. Some of
the most recent incidents include a mother and calf that was darted in the Shamwari Game Reserve. The cow
died, but the calf whose horns had been removed miraculously survived and is doing well under the expert care of

their wildlife veterinarian Dr. Johan Joubert.

On the ground there is not too much hope at this stage that the war against rhino poachers will be won, but only
time will tell. Our government still lacks the political will to stop the slaughter and while the ANC government
plans to spend R100 million rand on parties to celebrate their p a r texistesce in 2012, counter poaching units in

provincial and national parks; along with law enforcement agencies remain under staffed and lack funding.

On private land the picture is even bleaker with no government support and increased attacks on rhinos. The
Wildlife Ranchers Association in South Africa continue their attempts to commercialize rhinos by re-opening the

trade in rhino horn and have had a number of meetings to discuss this. In addition to their meetings they have
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contracted environmental economists to actively lobby for the trade to be re-opened. All in all, the situation
remains pretty bleak for the poor rhinos that are such delightful and stunning creatures. It seems that they too like
the lions of South Africa wi | | become commodities to be exploited t
people with very little or no interest of our government that seems to care very little indeed about conservation

principles/ethics and animal welfare.

SanWild is also extremely proud that our volunteer rhino guard program that ensures protection for 14 rhinos on a
number of private game farms is still working well. We have devised a certain program to make it as difficult as
possible for poachers to locate and kill rhinos on private land. One of the most important aspects of this program
has been secrecy and for now it most definitely works for us. Rhino guards are carefully screened and the
animals themselves are shadowed 24/7 by a small group of dedicated, experienced military operatives that will
voluntarily lay down their lives for that of the animals they love, respect and protect. The rhinos that are in the

care of this group of 21 guys are most definitely no easy target.

On the lighter side of life: even rhino guards occasionally get on the wrong side of the rhinos they care for and

need to make good their escape even if the only trees around are full of thorns.

in Cape Town. His team was in Mozambique scouting for locations when they found a lone hippo male in the
Maputo Zoo is sufferingofs ever e negl ect . The animal s teeth are i
out totally deformed as a result of its prolonged life in captivity feeding on an un-natural diet. His world in the zoo
is shared by two crocodiles, a couple of baboons, two samango monkeys, some vervet monkeys, two genets, a
cobra and puffadder, and yellow-billed kite. Other than the mentioned animals, the zoo is deserted. We cannot
but take pity on these poor unfortunate creatures and have decided to launch a rescue to negotiate the animals

release to SanWild and return them to the wild in the safety of the SanWild Wildlife Sanctuary.

Subsequently SanWild has visited the zoo to verify the situation. We found the zoo in disrepair and animals very
neglected and have decided to attempt to negotiate the release of the animals and relocate them to South Africa

in order for them to be released in the safety of the SanWild Wildlife Sanctuary where they may live out the rest of

their lives in the wild after a rehabilitation program to return them to the wild.

A negotiator has been appointed to negotiate the release of the hippo and if possible all other animals from the
zoo. Should we for any reason fail with getting the animals released; all funds raised on their behalf will be
allocated to the protection of rhinos in South Africa. Anticipating a positive outcome we urgently need to raise at
least $3000.00 right now.

From past experience we know that it may become necessary for us to purchase the animals to ensure their
release and although this may raise some eyebrows we have to act in the animals best interest. They have a
miserable life and deserve the opportunity to be wild and free. Anyway it will be great to have a real good news

story for a change with all the doom and gloom hanging over our country as a direct result of the total onslaught

against South Afr i ca s r hinos. Let s show t raed make our dieamhshreality. t o g el

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A pangolin called Sid

Over the years SanWild has had many success stories and we are very proud of our achievements in the field of
wildlife rescue, rehabilitation, hand raising and release. On the 22nd August 2011 we were notified by the

Tzaneen branch of the SPCA that a pangolin female and young were confiscated from a poacher.

Ellie Potgieter, the chief inspector and manager was on her way to SanWild to drop off the two pangolins for
treatment and release back to the wild. At the time of their arrival the baby pangolin weighed only 300 grams. For
two days we monitored both mom and baby intensively, but quickly realized that the baby although feeding from
its mom started dropping in weight quite drastically. The adult female was also stressed and refused to eat. Even
taking her on long walks proved unsuccessful as she was clearly disturbed by the constant presence of a human.
A tough decision was made to release the female and pull the young pangolin for hand raising. Pangolins are
notoriously difficult to hand raise and our research showed that nobody managed to get them past the age of

approximately 6 months at which time the young normally take a turn for the worse and die.

The young pangolin named Sid (as on Ice Age Sloth) quickly improved on a formula used to raise kittens. Within
weeks his weight doubled and today he weighs a healthy 1.68kg. He has just started feeding on termites and
ants (but not too much yet) and we are confident that this young pangolin will be returned to the wild healthy and

strong.
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SanWild receives no government funding and we are totally reliant on the
generosity and goodwill of kind hearted people to ensure the continued existence
of our wildlife rescues and counter poaching unit; as well as to provide a safe
sanctuary by means of a protected wildlife reserve for thousands of rescued wild
animals.
